In addition, a panel of distinguished in-house
counsel will provide their insight and behind-the-scenes perspective of their
selection and management of trial counsel.

This approach captures, in the context of civil litigation, some of the best features of the
Section’s successful International Cartel Conferences and its Antitrust Masters Courses.
Like the Cartel Conferences, the format primarily will be demonstration. Great lawyers
will make arguments and examine witnesses on the basis of a set of facts from real world
antitrust litigation. And like the Antitrust Masters courses, this event will immerse the par-
ticipants in the subject matter - by demonstration, commentary and advice from promi-
nent advocates.

Whatever your antitrust litigation experience, whether you are trying the case or super-
vising trial counsel, this course offers an opportunity to improve your skills and learn by
observing and learning from some truly excellent litigators. We hope you will join us in
Philadelphia for this very special program.
