The Section of Antitrust Law will present the Annual Fall Forum on November
16 — 17 at the National Press Club in Washington, DC. The Fall Forum will again
provide an in-depth look at major antitrust enforcement developments and policy
issues. The conference will feature discussions with FTC Chairman Deborah Platt
Majoras, Assistant Attorney General Thomas 0. Barnett, and the Chair of the
Antitrust Modernization Commission, Deborah A. Garza.

With an outstanding planning committee of FTC Commissioner J. Thomas Rosch,
DOJ Antitrust Division DAAG J. Bruce McDonald, United Air Lines Assistant General
Counsel Ricks Frazier, and Leslie C. Overton of Jones Day, this year’s Fall Forum
starts with contested prosecutions in Washington and Brussels and finishes with
the rise of antitrust in China.

Leading off
the second day, the morning sessions will examine the five-year record of the
International Competition Network and then compare the official policy reviews
of single-firm conduct underway around the world. The afternoon programs will
conclude this year’s Fall Forum with an examination of the effects of detrebling
for amnesty applicants and a forecast of the antitrust front forming in China.

Through various presentation formats, this conference will feature rich and lively
interaction among the policy makers and those who seek to influence them in the
development of antitrust law and policy. This conference seeks to provide the
attorney, the businessperson and the economist with a better understanding of the
most pressing issues of our day and their impact on our increasingly global
economy.

We hope you will join us in Washington DC this fall to take part in the
continuing antitrust conversation at mid-term.
