BIOTECHNOLOGY LAW: THE FASTEST GROWING LEGAL

Biotechnology topics have spawned the fastest growing area of law according
to an ABA study of legal practice and legal studies.  "Although the number of
lawyers whose practices focus primarily on biotechnology issues is still small,
the rate of growth of such practices exceeds 20 percent per year," said Harold
McNiece, ABA president.  "We are also seeing more law schools develop a
depth of coursework in this area that is significant." he said.  Scientific strides in
medical technology and in research areas related to genetics account for the
growth, McNiece reported.

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HAZELTON SPEAKS AT FREEDOM DAY 5TH

U.S. Supreme Court Chief Justice Valerie Hazelton addressed the
Freedom Day celebration on the Mall.  Hazelton reminded the nearly
2,000 gathered for the 5th Anniversary of Freedom Day that the event
commemorates the restoration of habeas corpus and the outlawing of
detention camps.  "It is a fundamental freedom in this country to be
judged for the personal actions an individual has committed rather
than for his or her ethnic background, " Hazelton said.  "In the past
we have made law out of fear, but our courts repealed these laws out
of courage."
