Committee Agenda for Academic Year 2007-08

This year, the Standards Review Committee of the ABA Section of Legal Education and Admissions to the Bar will be considering a number of important issues recommended by Committees of the Section or other interested parties. At this time, our agenda includes review of the following Standards and Interpretations, which, depending on the workload of the Committee and other considerations, may or may not lead to recommended changes:

1. 
Standard 104 and Interpretation 104-1 – (recommendation of Accreditation Policy Task Force to remove this Standard and Interpretation);
2.   New Interpretation 301-6 on bar passage (continuation item);

3.   Amend Interpretation 302-7 on bar preparation courses to remove the prohibition on counting such courses for credit;

4.   Clarify Interpretation 405-6 on security of position reasonably similar to tenure; and,

5.   Amend Interpretations 402-1 and 402-2 on student faculty ratios to consider whether LL.M students should be counted in the computations and other changes to the calculation of the ratio. 

Your comments on any of these items are welcome. In addition, we welcome any ideas or suggestions you have regarding other issues the Standards Review Committee should consider during this academic year.  

The Committee will meet on September 17, 2007 in Kansas City and in mid-November in Las Vegas.
