For the past decade, Ms. Hostetler has focused considerable attention on the
Randy Hostetler Living Room Music Fund which was established in 19%6 in memory of
her son, Randy Hostetler, 2 pianist and composer who died that year at the age of 32.
The Fund operates an award winning interactive new music website and provides grants,
commissions and seed money t0 young composers and new music groups in the District
of Columbia and elsewhere. In the District of Columbia the Fund and Ms. Hostetler have
sponsored an annual concert of new music by Washington Musica Viva, the resident
ensemble for the Atlas Theater. Ms. Hostetler serves on the strategic planning committee
of the American Composer Forum’s Washington, D.C. chapter. She is also 2 member of
the board and the executive committee of New York’s Music at the Anthology (MATA)
founded by the composer Phillip Glass and directed by two members of his Glass

ensemble.
